For weekly after school classes, students will be guided through an individual project of their choice
throughout the term.

Each student will need to come prepared with a sewing box and portable sewing machine. Parent and
Child can share a machine or each bring their own. There are a few machines available to check out on
an as needed basis. Additionally you will need fabric and patterns to create your projects. Sewing camp
will provide some additional materials for embellishment and creativity.

Payment of Fees; Payment for ongoing monthly paid classes is due on the first day of class in the given
month.

Payment for one-day camp is due at registration.

Payment for three or more camp can be made in payments. Balance is due two weeks prior to beginning of
each camp.

We accept cash, checks or credit cards (Visa or MasterCard). There will be a convenience fee of $5 added
to credit card transactions.

Refunds:

Camp registration fee of $50 is non-refundable. Remaining balance will be refunded in Full with at least 30
days notice. Between 15 and 30 days notice given, a 50% refund will be given. Camp is non-refundable
with less than 14 days notice.

Make-up classes:
There are currently no make-up classes at this time, for classes paid by the month. The monthly payment
ensures a spot for your child in the class.

Care of Students: Sewing Camp and it’s instructors are not responsible for providing before or
after class care for students. Parent or Guardian is required to pick student up no later than end time of each
class or camp day.

Student Behavior: Students are expected to behave respectfully to instructors, other students, themselves as
well as the camp property and surrounding environment. Students displaying disrespectful behavior or
class disruptions will be given a verbal warning and the parents will be notified. If behavior continues, the
student will forfeit their camp week and be asked to leave. No camp refunds will be given.

Injuries: Parents, legal guardians of minors, students and adult students waive the right to any legal action
for any injury sustained on or around property resulting from any activity conducted by the students before,
during, or after class time.

While there is risk of injury while using some of the equipment, such as sewing machines, scissors and hot
irons, there will be constant monitoring of the students and we will go over safety procedures each morning.
