Welcome to the Fashion Sewing Camp 2012. In these Camps for children, ages 8 and up, we embrace
the exciting world of fashion design. Students will cultivate many fashion related design skills
including fashion design, sewing and creative thinking. We will explore numerous avenues of
inspiration through illustration, by making design boards and will delve into the technical world of
hands-on garment construction with hand and machine sewing.

Each day will begin with a short demonstration and practice of a sewing or design technique, followed
by work on the sewing project. We will break for lunch and eat on-site, either in our workspace or on
the patio outside (please provide your child with a bag lunch). The afternoon will be spent sewing and
refining our new designing skills. In the afternoon on Friday we will have a fashion show upstairs in
the Rhythmix performance room, complete with music, lighting and catwalk. Let’s get started and
have some fun!

Each student will need to come prepared with a sewing box and portable sewing machine. A limited
number of sewing machines are available for a $25/weekly rental. Please let us know below if you
need one. Additionally students need a store bought pattern of a simple design and fabric to create their
project.

Supplies
General Sewing Supplies for your sewing box, basket or bag:
Paper Scissors, Fabric Scissors, Sewing Machine Needles, Hand sewing Needles
Thread, Seam Ripper, Pins, Soft Measuring Tape, 2” x 18” Flexible Clear Ruler
Pens, pencils, eraser,

Bring to Class:
Sewing machine and sewing box (see above).

A pattern for your project, in your size. (Please pick from suggested list below).
Fashion fabric along with sewing notions appropriate to your project—zippers, thread, buttons, hook &
eye closures etc. (see pattern envelope for a list)

Note on sizing of patterns: Please take child’s body measurements for chest, waist and hip and

compare to sizing on pattern, as sizing may be different on pattern, than sizing your child normally
wears.

Payment of Fees: Balance is due two weeks prior to beginning of each session.
We accept cash, checks or credit cards (Visa or MasterCard). There will be a convenience fee of $5 added
to credit card transactions

Refunds:

Camp registration fee of $50 is non-refundable. Remaining balance will be refunded in Full with at least 30
days notice. Between 15 and 30 days notice given, a 50% refund will be given. Camp is non-refundable
with less than 14 days notice.

Care of Students: Sewing Camp and it’s instructors are not responsible for providing before or
after class care for students. Parent or Guardian is required to pick student up no later than end time of each
class or camp day.

Student Behavior: Students are expected to behave respectfully to instructors, other students, themselves as
well as the camp property and surrounding environment. Students displaying disrespectful behavior or
class disruptions will be given a verbal warning and the parents will be notified. If behavior continues, the
student will forfeit their camp week and be asked to leave. No camp refunds will be given.
